Mobile Phones – Due to Ofsted requirements, please don’t use mobile phones on 
the premises or in the outside area.

Injuries – Please let us know if your child has an injury so that we can complete 
a pre-existing injuries form.

Covid-19 and other infectious diseases – children should stay at home for three 
days if they test positive for Covid-19.

In cases of sickness and diarrhoea 
please return to playgroup 48 hours (minimum) after the last bout of sickness or 
diarrhoea.
